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2012 DIVERSITY FELLOWSHIPS IN ENVIRONMENTAL LAW

The Florida Bar's Environmental and Land Use Law Section is partnering with the American Bar Association Section of Environment, Energy, and Resources to fund the Fellowships in Environmental Law Program in Florida. The program is designed to encourage students from underprivileged and disadvantaged backgrounds to study and pursue careers in environmental and/or land use law. The program is open to first and second year law students (and third year night students).

The program will fund two full time summer internships at a government agency or public interest organization in Florida with a stipend of $5,000.00 each. The Fellowship guidelines require an 8-10 week full time commitment wherein the recipient will work on legal matters for a government agency or a public interest organization in the fields of environment, energy, natural resources and/or land use law.  The recipient is required to work on-site with the host organization and to have no other employment that interferes with the full time commitment.

In addition, each recipient will be expected to attend the Annual Update meeting of the ELULS and will be assigned a mentor from the Section to aid in the pursuit of a career in environmental and/or land use law.

Selection Criteria: ABA fellowships will be awarded primarily upon the applicant’s essay, transcript, resume, and application. Members of the selection committee will conduct a phone interview with the most competitive candidates, to determine who will ultimately be selected to participate in the Fellowship.
