2012 FLORIDA ENVIRONMENTAL PUBLIC INTEREST SUMMER FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION
The Environmental and Land Use Law Section (ELULS) of The Florida Bar will be sponsoring a summer fellowship for eligible Florida law students during the summer of 2012. The Florida Environmental Public Interest (FEPI) Summer Fellowship program is designed to encourage qualified law students to study and pursue careers in public interest environmental law.

The Fellowship: 

· $5,000 summer stipend (8-10 week full-time summer internship) for work on legal matters for a nonprofit public interest organization, private law firm or solo practitioner working in the field of public interest environmental or land use law.
· Prospective employers must be a nonprofit public interest organization with an ongoing practice in Florida or a private Florida law firm or solo practitioner with a practice that is primarily public interest
.
· Relationship to school externships: a fellowship can be done in conjunction with a school sponsored externship and the student may also receive academic credit in conjunction with the work experience to the extent authorized and recognized by their home institution as long as it is consistent with all ABA requirements.

Eligibility:

· First or second year law students at a Florida law school. 
· Students who demonstrate an interest in pursuing a public interest career.
Fellowship Criteria:

· Demonstrated interest in pursuing a career in public interest environmental law.
· Academic record (undergraduate and law school).
· Outstanding personal qualities and leadership abilities.
Application Requirements:

· A completed application form;

· A resume;

· An undergraduate transcript;

· A law school transcript (except for first year law students);

· A two-page essay describing applicant’s interest in public interest environmental or land use issues and reasons for wanting to participate in the FEPI Summer Fellowship;

· Two (2) letters of recommendation.
· Letter from prospective employer.
The Application and Attachments: Please provide detailed answers to the application questions and required attachments. The Florida Bar ELULS will maintain all information received from applicants in confidence but will share the information with prospective employers.


Selection Criteria: FEPI fellowships will be awarded primarily upon the applicant’s essay, transcript, resume and application. Special consideration will be given to applications that demonstrate an interest in pursuing a career in public interest environmental law.   Members of the selection committee will personally interview the most competitive candidates, to determine who will ultimately be selected to participate in the FEPI Summer Fellowship.

The successful applicant will be announced at the banquet during the University of Florida’s Public Interest Environmental Conference, February 23-25, 2012.
Prospective Employer Information:  


Applicants are encouraged to seek out and identify a prospective employer who meets the following criteria: 

· Must be a nonprofit organization with an ongoing practice in Florida or a private Florida law firm or solo practitioner that can demonstrate that their practice is primarily public interest and that they do not have the ability to pay a summer law clerk.

· Must have available a supervisor who is a Florida-licensed attorney. (An exception may be made for attorneys practicing federal environmental law in Florida, please identify and include this information in the host letter.)
· Must provide information regarding how the fellow will be supervised, including but not limited to the fellow’s location of practice and regularly scheduled meetings with the supervisor.
· Is willing to offer the applicant a placement if the student is awarded a FEPI fellowship.
*   A suggested list of prospective employers is attached.  However, applicants may seek out and suggest any prospective employers that meet the above criteria.
Deadline: Completed applications and related documents must be received by 4:00 p.m., January 20, 2012.
