The FEPI Summer fellowship is designed to encourage qualified law students to study and pursue careers in public interest environmental and land use law.  The fellowship consists of an 8-10 week full-time summer internship at a nonprofit public interest organization, private law firm or solo practitioner working in the field of public interest environmental or land use law.
  The Section will fund one law student with a $5,000 stipend. 
Prospective employers must be a nonprofit public interest organization with an ongoing practice in Florida or a private Florida law firm or solo practitioner that can demonstrate that their practice is primarily public interest and agrees to have the fellow work only on public interest cases.  The applicant must identify an eligible prospective employer and secure a letter of agreement from them as part of application process.  

The FEPI Summer Fellowship is open to first or second year law students at a Florida law school with a demonstrated interest in pursuing a career in public interest environmental law.
